I am writing this devotional thought in the midst of our week of Vacation Bible School.
Currently, God’s Word has been shared with 30 different children, many of whom are non-
member children. Since God’s message of salvation through Christ alone is being daily shared,
we know that the Holy Spirit is active in drawing these young souls to a clinging faith in Jesus.
“Faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the Word of Christ”
(Romans 10:17).

In the words of Scripture, we know that the Gospel is often compared to the nourishing
waters that all life (plant, animal and human) depend upon. Take special note of the comparisons
made to such nourishment, like the quiet waters that are necessary for the grazing sheep.
Psalm 1, Regarding the man who delights in God’s Word, “He is like a tree planted by streams of
water, which yields its fruit in season and who leaf does not wither. Whatever he does prospers.”
Isaiah 55, Whenever God’s Word is heard, read or remembered God says, “As the rain and the
snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it without watering the earth and making it
bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the sower and bread for the eater, so is my word that
goes out from my mouth: It will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and
achieve the purpose for which I sent it.”
John 4, Consider Jesus’ words concerning this living water that he alone gives. “Whoever drinks
the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in him a spring of
water welling up to eternal life.”
John 10 reminds us to reach out to the many precious souls with his life saving message. These
souls are the “other sheep” that Jesus wants us to pursue and impress with God’s way of
salvation. Jesus said, “I am the Good Shepherd; I
know my sheep and my sheep know me … I have
other sheep that are not of this sheep pen. I must bring
them also. They too will listen to my voice, and there
shall be one flock and one shepherd.”

Together let us continue to seek and to save
that which was lost. Let us continue to invite our
unchurched friends and coworkers to our worship
services, to Sunday School classes, to church
fellowship activities and to Bible Class. In so doing,
we will be bringing the spiritually famished and
dehydrated to the quiet waters of God’s Word.
